Invitation

The 33rd Annual Open Exhibition, presented by the Eastside Association of Fine Arts (EAFA), is open to all artists who

meet the conditions and deadlines listed in this prospectus. Entries may be any 2-dimensional or 3-dimensional fine
art medium, including photography, sculpture, and ceramics.

Eligibility

An artist may submit two entries, but if accepted, only one piece per artist will be selected for display.
All art must have been created within the last two years and be displayed for the duration of the exhibition.
Work with substantial input from another artist or teacher or work copied from a copyrighted or published
source is not acceptable, and will cause forfeiture of awards and display privileges.
No nude images will be accepted for this exhibition.
All entries must be submitted in digital image form only. Images should be in JPEG/JPG format with the
following dimensions:

0 72 pixels per inch

0 1000 pixels on the longest side

0 Medium Compression (Photoshop: 6 to 8 on a scale of 1 to 12)

Conditions

All art must be priced to sell.

All 2D art must be dry, securely framed, properly finished for protection, and ready to hang with wire
attached.

Art with exposed glass edges, uni-frames, clip frames, or frames in disrepair will not be accepted. Use
hanging wire only, and absolutely no saw tooth hangers.



e Maximum framed size of 2D artwork is 36" wide by 60" high, and unframed not less than 8" in height or

width.

e If weight of 2D art exceeds 20 pounds, please use Plexiglas instead of glass.

e Maximum size of 3D art is 12” (w) x 12” (d) x 25” (h), weighing less than 50 pounds.

e EAFA and the City of Redmond will take reasonable precautions to prevent loss or damage to artwork, but the

artist must assume all liability.

e EAFA and the City of Redmond also reserve the right to refuse any work that differs from the image

submitted by the artist, or any work deemed inappropriate.

e EAFA reserves the right to create digital images of all submitted artwork and to use those images for EAFA

exhibition publicity and for archival and historical purposes.
